An electric-powered airplane flew over the main
show runway at EAA AirVenture Oshkosh today
and it wowed the crowd with its quietness. Reco
nizing its uniqueness, onlookers applauded as tf
airplane made its first pass.

Piloted by Joe Bennis, the ElectraFlyer C made
three passes in front of air show center. Randall
Fishman, president of the Electric Aircraft Corp.,
which designed the powerplant, said that the qui
ness of the engine and absence of vibration are
of the machine's best qualities. Not to mention tha
you can recharge its 18-hp motor in as little as hours at a cost of about 75 cents with a 110aladrger.
That's right-75 cents. "That makes the proverbl@lfhamburger cost ... well, the price of the haméuplus
75 cents," Fishman quipped.

LYCOMING TO OFFER LSA ENGINE

Lycoming is entering the light sport aircraft (LSaj)kena. At Oshkosh the company unveiled a new fuel-
injected engine, derived from a model well knowrmgémeral aviation. Dubbed the 10-233-LSA, the four-
cylinder engine produces 100 hp at 2,400 rpm asdal3400-hour TBO. The engine is rooted in thelfam
235-model line, but the company took several stegsve weight with lighter parts. The engine hdsya
weight of 200 to 210 pounds and burns 5.25 gptbgtercent power. It comes standard with dual edeatr
spark ignition, throttle body fuel injection, andightweight starter and alternator. It can runetimanol-free
unleaded fuel. Lycoming expects to bring the enginmarket next year under the ASTM (American Sycie
of Testing and Materials) standards that goverrL®w industry. It did not announce a firm price.

SkyCatcher catching on with Cessna visitors

Oshkosh visitors are breezing right by sleek Gitetiand rugged Stationairs at the Cessna boottingpdeet
to get a look at the first production SkyCatchghtisport airplane. The Model 162 SkyCatcher inetud pro-
duction interior. Since the launch of the perky LBt year, Cessna has taken orders for more t/0@0 1
SkyCatchers and completed three airframes for tbgram’s development.

The 162 prototype and the first production airchefte accumulated more than 90 hours for ASTM
(American Society for Testing and Materials) fligasting, which will be completed later this yeBeyond
flight testing, design of the production assemigg pnd tooling by China’s Shenyang Aircraft Cogimm is
progressing rapidly. Deliveries are scheduled girban the second half of 2009. At full-rate protian,
Cessna plans to produce up to 700 SkyCatchersra yea

Priced at $111,500 in 2007 dollars, the 162 is etqueto cruise at speeds up to 118 knots with ammar
range of 470 nautical miles. The aircraft will fei@ a Garmin G300 avionics system. Informatiorresented
in a single, split-screen primary flight displaydamultifunction display, or as two full-screen deys with an
optional second screen. The aircraft will be capalblday and night VFR operations.

This month saw some additional work done on thaggr attachment points along the top of the
fuselage. These strips of spruce are about 5th&tk and an inch wide. Placed on edge, they will
give the fabric something to attach to as it floveloand around the box-like structure of the fuse-
lage. Although not terribly critical for the ultate functioning of the aircraft, they will have ajor
impact on how the plane looks after all is said dode.
