EAA Oshkosh 2009: "One of the Best Ever"—EAA's Ton Poberezny

saw this year at Oshkosh." With close to $4 milkpent to update and renovate the show site, tmeynand
effort paid off. Attendance was up 12% comparedh\\ast year, totaling 578,000 this year. More th@rd00
aircraft flew in, either to Wittman Field in Oshkosr to the overflow airports in Fond du Lac andohgbon,
Wisconsin. Of those airplanes, 2,652 were on dysptashow planes—1,023 homebuilts, 1,007 vintage, 3
warbirds, 116 ultralights, 99 seaplanes, 36 aerobaplanes and 16 rotorcraft—including the salevarsing
example of a Pitcairn PA-18 Autogiro. There weral50 exhibitors on the grounds (30 more than 2008
including Aircraft Spruce and Specialty, which spored one of the four massive exhibit halls.

While the Raptor is a mornghssticated air superiority fighter, the less expea JSF is
intended to replace both F-16s and A-10 attack Jéte F-35 would also be available to Navy and Nari
squadrons as well as the Air Force.
