Financier Pleads Guilty to Faking His Death in Crah

Despite previous claims insisting he had experidroagastrophic damage to his Piper Malibu, an malfaind
manager pleaded guilty last week to intentionalshing the airplane and sending false distre$s. dahrcus
Schrenker, 38, bailed out of his PA-46-500TP oviabAma, near where he had stashed a motorcyclstor-a
age facility. The airplane crashed short of thef @liMexico in Milton, Florida, in a residential iggborhood,
narrowly missing houses. Schrenker, who was fal@ggl issues related to his wealth management imesg
company, told air traffic controllers his windshidiad imploded and he was injured and bleedingsdité he
was losing consciousness, but subsequently levieéedirplane at 3,500 feet, engaged the autopildtoailed
out through the aft cabin door. There was no appat@mage to the windshield when the airplane etsh
Schrenker was taped by surveillance cameras chgeaiio a motel near Birmingham, Alabama, and later
rested by U.S. Marshalls in a rural campgroundagtdp computer seized at the campground had beehtois
search the internet for information on parachutmg aircraft, and also for possible penaltiesdecurity
fraud.

TSA Backs Off on Badge Requirement; But Check AhegdAnyway

Last Friday, the Transportation Security Administna enacted a new security directive, SD-8G. Téw n
measure replaced one that was much more resttietinebwould have required transient pilots to ugder
separate background checks and acquire securiggebddr every airport they might visit that als® lcam-
mercial airline service. (Estimates place the nunabsuch airports at around 400, but the TSA lasyat
published a list, and the criteria have not yehbmade known.) Under terms of SD-8G, which tookefbn
Monday, transient pilots need not acquire a babdgeare advised to remain close to their aircraét eave its
‘footprint’ only for trips to and from the FBO. TR&A is expected to establish guidelines for sedlihg fa-
cilities and emergency situations. Pilots basetirabrts with airline service will still be requdd¢o undergo
background checks and get security badges in todealk unescorted around the airport—or areab@fir-
port designated as sensitive (no clear directiothose criteria yet, either). Airports can applyiteA for an
alternative security measure, which would enalgentiio forego the badge requirement. Pilots aresadvio
call ahead to airports they think might have aglgervice and assure themselves they are in campliaith
the new TSA directive.
