User Fees Proposed Starting 2011, Opponents Rallpi€es

A segment in President Obama's budget proposapamnents of general aviation user fees soundimg th
alarm. Page 129 of the budget "proposes repeatimg sviation excise taxes and replacing these taitbs
direct user charges." The charges, generally argyndor fees to use specific FAA services—includaig
traffic control—are said to total some $7 billion2011, which is about half of the total FAA buddetitics
of user fees claim that the current system ofraarticket taxes and general aviation fuel taxeésasnost equi-
table method for exacting payment for governmentises rendered.

The
manufacturer said it decided to end its dealer agtwf what it calls the Executive Beechcraft l{Bonanza,
Baron, and King Air C90) in order to maintain mamntrol of the process. The Bonanza delivery matked
end of a 63-year relationship between the FBO caathBeechcraft. Hawker Beechcraft will continused
Bonanzas, Barons, and King Airs through the comigasales representatives.
