Turkey Day Airline Cutbacks Make Personal Flying anEven Better Deal

Holiday travel has always been one of the best osagersonal airplane; bypassing airport termgnallock
and overflying the overchoked highways. Next maniitianksgiving travel scenario just got even bétter
the fly-yourself crowd. According to a story in USAday, airlines will schedule 3,000 fewer flighités year
during the 11-day period from the Thursday befdnariksgiving to the Sunday after. That constitutesta
back of 11 percent, or 2.6 million fewer passersgats. The results promise to include longer lihaker air-
planes and higher-cost tickets, according to tlvespaper story—not to mention the increased rodfictra
from those who choose not to fly. Ironically, thdiaes' strategic service cuts were made whendasts
were staggering from crude oil prices in the arfe®1d0 per barrel. As of yesterday, oil was sellsgow as
$68 per barrel—but the die has been cast as fairlage routing decisions are concerned. Amonghthie air-
ports most deeply affected by the service cutatas/Ft Worth, with a 10 percent drop on fligdtging the
Thanksgiving period; Houston (George Bush Intercamital) down 10.4 percent and Chicago O'Hare, dawn
whopping 13.3 percent.

The company announced\haestk
that five satellite stations will close in Februargacilities due to shut their doors include thms®akland,
San Diego, Denver, Albuquerque and Macon, Geohgiaddition to the cutback in demand from piloteck-
heed Martin also cited improved efficiencies indgeration of the FSS network. Critics, includihg Rircraft
Owners and Pilots Association, counter that lotatiens provide vital familiarity among briefergyerding
unique weather conditions particular to their af@tners point to the proliferation of Internet-bédseurces of
weather and flight planning services as additidaetiors precipitating the cutbacks.

AOPA asks Canada to reconsider new ELT requirement

Thousands of U.S. pilots could stop flying to Camédransport officials go ahead with plans touieq all
foreign-registered aircraft traveling in Canadiais@ace to carry a 406 MHz emergency locator traiem
(ELT), AOPA warned Canadian aviation officials.

In formal comments filed Oct. 23 with Transporin@da, AOPA proposed an alternative—allowing
foreign-registered aircraft to carry a 406 MHz jp@a locator beacon in addition to the 121.5 MHZ -
ready installed in most U.S. general aviation aiftcr

Canada has said that it will require all aircfbfing in Canadian airspace to carry an installéd Ehat
can transmit on both 121.5 MHz and 406 MHz begigriieb. 1, 2009. But general aviation aircraft ia th
United States are not required to replace thestieg 121.5 MHz ELTs. And a survey of AOPA members
who currently fly to Canada revealed that 51 pereeyuld stop flying over the border rather tharecgsp
with 406 MHz ELTs—a change that could represengaificant loss of revenue for some Canadian towns
and airports.

“The current cost of a 406 MHz ELT is five timestlof the 121.5 MHz ELTs already installed in mgesi-
eral aviation airplanes,” said Randy Kenagy, AORAM vice president of regulatory affairs. “It neskno
sense to force small aircraft owners to purchapemsive new equipment when the benefits are minamdl
there are more affordable alternatives.”

In addition to asking Canadian officials to recalesitheir 2009 mandate and offering an alternatN@PA’s
comments pointed out that the FAA'’s planned movRE&-B technology by 2020 will significantly reduce
any benefits provided by a 406 MHz ELT by broadoasthe aircraft’s registration number and positawery
second.
