Canadian Plane Thief Gets Two Years

Adam Dylan Leon, 31, the Canadian student pilot Wwack on April 6, 2009, stole a Cessna 172 and flew
across the U.S. border hoping to get shot down I8y hilitary aircraft, was sentenced to two yearprison
Tuesday in St. Louis federal court. That's a lorggrtence than the 12 to 18 months called for éyeteral
guideline, which was deemed too lenient by U.StrigisJudge Charles Shaw.

The Aircraft Owners and Pilots Association is agkine FAA to reconsider its plans to cancel sominefl54
ground-based instrument approaches that are doutiigeet chopping block. The pilots' associationdsked
that 22 of the approaches be preserved and as&eyimcy to consider comments from pilots on 2lemor
before letting the budget axe fall. According to R®research, eliminating all 154 approaches wolitdi€
nate IFR access to 16 airports for aircraft notgoed with GPS, distance measuring equipment (DMEN
automatic direction finder (ADF). The FAA's plamsdiiminate the 154 approaches is part of a mignatd
satellite-based air traffic control, and move arayn dependence on less precise ground-based tiaviga
aids such as non-directional beacons used in ApFoaghes.

This month a major milestone was achieved. Thelmweight and balance of airframe was done
outside Don’s house. After adding an appropriatewnt of weight to account for the oil, coolant,
propeller, etc. It was determined that the weigas within spec at around 750Ibs (I forget the &xac
figure) and the balance was within the design sisewell. It is nice to know before all is sarmta
done that we should not face any major CG issues itris covered and ready to fly.

The wings are attached, the
controls are in, the engine is
on a temporary mount, and
the seats and doors are on.
With some bottles hanging on
the front to simulate the
weight of the engine fluids
and a propeller, the weight at
all three scales is taken. The
sum of the three weights is the
weight of the airframe and the
relationship between the
weight on the tail wheel ver-
sus the mains determines the
balance.
