SPACEX LAUNCHES FALCON 1 INTO ORBIT

Flight 4 of the Falcon 1 launch vehicle has sudedigdaunched and achieved Earth orbit, as regbhbte
Space Exploration Technologies Corp., (SpaceX)hWiis milestone, Falcon 1 becomes the first peilyat
developed liquid fuel rocket to orbit the Earth.

Falcon 1, designed from the ground up by Spacéxdloff at 4:15 p.m. (PDT) from the Reagan Test Si
(RTS) on Omelek Island at the U.S. Army Kwajaleitolhin the Central Pacific, about 2,500 miles $outst
of Hawaii on September 28.
